The Bishop’s Senior Staff have agreed to implement the national Church’s strategic aims and bold
outcomes, prioritising ‘Growing Younger and More Diverse’ as we create ‘A parish system revitalised
for mission so that churches can reach and serve everyone in their communities’.

3. LocalVision and Context
The benefice is made up of the parishes of Beeston-next-Mileham (population 571), Great and Little
Fransham (population 459), Great Dunham (population 357), Little Dunham (population 322) and
Bittering Parva. (population 17).
The overall resident population is 1,726.

There are two schools within the parishes: Beeston Primary school for pupils aged 4-11(roll 90) and
Compass West School in Great Dunham for pupils with special educational needs (roll 15). Both are
part of the Unity Education Trust.

The vision of the parishes is ‘to use the opportunity of our newly established benefice to develop
new, strong, relevant and permanent relationships rooted in Christ and our communities .

They are to baptize new disciples in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy
Spirit, and to walk with them in the way of Christ, nurturing them in the faith.

They are to unfold the Scriptures, to preach the word in season and out of season, and to declare the
mighty acts of God.

They are to preside at the Lord’s table and lead his people in worship, offering with them a spiritual
sacrifice of praise and thanksgiving.

They are to bless the people in God’s name.
They are to resist evil, support the weak, defend the poor, and intercede for allin need.
They are to minister to the sick and prepare the dying for their death.

Guided by the Spirit, they are to discern and foster the gifts of all God’s people, that the whole
Church may be built up in unity and faith.

‘In the name of our Lord we bid you remember the greatness of the trust that is now to be committed
to your charge.

Remember always with thanksgiving that the treasure now to be entrusted to you is Christ’s own
flock, bought by the shedding of his blood on the cross.

Itis to him that you will render account for your stewardship of his people.

You cannot bear the weight of this calling in your own strength, but only by the grace and power of
God. Pray therefore that your heart may daily be enlarged and your understanding of the Scriptures
enlightened.

Pray earnestly for the gift of the Holy Spirit.
